
 The hashtag for the night is #DrupalConCrawl 

 Each venue has a foursquare venue associated with it. Search for 

#DrupalConCrawl on Foursquare to find it. 

 Each venue has a stickerbook that your guide has access to. Collect at least 

4 different stickers and collect your limited ‘I Survived’ tees from the 

Microsoft Stall at DrupalCon. There’s limited stock though, so be quick on 

Wednesday morning! 

 All of the pubs on the crawl close at 11pm. For those wanting to continue 

into the night, we suggest the Swan, 77-80 Gracechurch Street, London, 

EC3V 0AS 

 The last train from London Bridge to East Croydon is 3:35am, with trains 

running every half hour from 1:05am. 

 Walk north up Park Lane and turn right at George St. Continue along until 

you see East Croydon Station. 

 Trains to London Bridge depart every 15 minutes or so. 

Drupal is a community - be friendly and talk to people you've never met 

before. 

Drupal is for everyone - watch out for racism, homophobia or any other 

kind of abuse and step in to help if needed. 

Drupal is fun - getting arrested isn't. Be friendly, respectful, and 

cooperative with other customers and pub staff, and do NOT break any 

laws!!! 

Drupal is self organising – the framework is being provided for you, but 

which pubs you visit, in what order, and what you do there is up to you. You 

are entirely responsible for getting to and from the pub crawl, and for your 

own behaviour and safety while taking part. 

Drupal is scalable – if there are too many people in a pub move to the next 

pub or a nearby pub that's not on the pub crawl route. 

Drupal is free – the Great DrupalCon London Pub Crawl is open to anyone 

interested in Drupal, you don't need a DrupalCon ticket to take part. 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 Leave the pub on Queen Elizabeth St and turn left. Immediately turn left down 

Horselydown Lane and walk towards the river. Once you reach the Thames Path, 

turn left. Continue along the Thames Path until you see the Horniman at Hays. 

 Leave the Horniman at Hays and turn left. Continue along the Thames Path until 

you come to steps leading up to London Bridge. Walk up on to London Bridge and 

turn left. Cross the road and continue along (away from the bridge) until you see 

the Barrowboy & Banker on your right. 

 Leave the pub and turn left. Go down the stairs outside of ‘Two London Bridge’ on 

to Montague Close. 

 Turn right on to Montague Close and follow until Cathedral St on your right. Turn 

on to Cathedral St and follow down. Walk past the Golden Hind (the big ship) on 

to the pedestrian walkway and turn right into Clink St, past the ruins of 

Winchester Palace and The Clink prison. Turn right at the end and the Anchor is on 

your left on the waterfront. 

 Leave the Anchor and turn left onto the Thames Path. Continue along until you 

see steps leading up to Southwark Bridge. Go up the steps and turn right onto 

Southwark Bridge. 

 Cross the bridge and turn left at the end onto Upper Thames St. Continue past 

Vintner’s Court and Queenthine and turn left into Stew Lane. Continue till you see 

Samuel Pepys Bar and Restaurant. 

 Cross Upper Thames St and turn left. Turn right onto Lambeth Hill. At the end turn 

left onto Queen Victoria St and continue. 

 Turn right into Godliman St and continue up. Take the first right into Knightrider 

St, and the Centre page is on your right. 

 Leave the pub and turn left onto Knightrider St, walking to the end and down the 

stairs onto Peter’s Hill and continue until Queen Victoria St. Turn left on to Queen 

Victoria St and continue, past Friday St and Bread St until you see Mansion House 

Station on your right. 

 Take the Circle or District line westbound from Mansion House to Tower Hill. 

 Take the Tower Hill exit and walk around the Tower of London, keeping to the 

west side. Walk across Tower Bridge, on the left side of the road until you see The 

Draft House, on the corner of Tower Bridge Rd and Queen Elizabeth St.
